WCH Surgeons Perform Surgery with Advanced Technology
New Martinsville, WV – Wetzel County Hospital has become the first hospital in West Virginia to acquire state-of-the-art EnSeal vessel sealing technology to assist surgeons perform more advanced surgeries.  This technology will be used in minimally invasive surgeries where the surgeon needs to seal blood vessels successfully in order to complete the surgical procedure within the abdomen.

Minimally Invasive Surgery (MIS) is much less traumatic than conventional open surgery, as the surgeon only requires very small incisions in the patient’s body to successfully perform an operation. The surgeon uses an endoscope to allow the anatomy and operation to be viewed on a video monitor. MIS results in shorter hospital stays, faster recovery times and reduced procedural costs. Wetzel County Hospital alone conducts 200 minimally invasive surgeries per year.

Surgrx Inc. is the developer of the advanced vessel fusion system used in electro surgical devices.  The company’s Smart Electrode Technology ™ is incorporated in the EnSeal product family of vessel sealing devices used to achieve surgical hemostasis.  This Smart Electrode Technology ™ controls the delivery of electro surgical energy down to the nanometric scale.  It allows the EnSeal device to sense specific characteristics of every tissue type encountered during surgery and automatically adjust the amount of energy delivered simultaneously to tissue.  Smart Electrode Technology represents the next generation vessel sealing technology.  Secure sealing of small to large vessels to achieve hemostasis is vital to the success of most surgeries.  These features improve the efficiency of the operative procedure and reduce the operative time, thereby shortening the period that the patient must remain under anesthesia.
