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WETZEL COUNTY HOSPITAL DIRECTOR SPEAKS ON ORGAN DONATION
New Martinsville, WV – Marjorie Knight, BSBA, RN, Wetzel County Hospital Director of Emergency and Outpatient Services was a guest speaker at the 3rd Annual West Virginia Donation Conference held at Stonewall Jackson Resort in Roanoke, WV in June and also spoke to the Organ Donation Hospital Liaison Group in Columbus, Ohio in July.

Hospital liaisons are responsible for the training and education of their hospital staff in regards to organ donation and they also function as a community resource person in promoting organ donation. The goal of the project is to increase organ donation rates at West Virginia Hospitals to 75 percent. Knight noted that “in an environment where potential transplant recipients far exceed the supply, the need to raise the general public’s knowledge of the programs, process and need is more important than ever.”

Knight was the 2002 recipient of the North Star Award from Lifeline of Ohio in Columbus, OH.  This award was bestowed to the Hospital Administrator who made significant progress in promoting awareness of organ donation.

The West Virginia Donation Initiative (WVDI) is a collaboration of the West Virginia Hospital Association (WVHA), the states’ four organ procurement organizations (OPO’s) and the West Virginia Department of Health and Human Resources (DHHR).  This statewide project is currently the first of its kind in the nation and it also represents an unprecedented original statewide initiative embracing the goal of increasing organ donation rates.
